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| am to enclose herewith a copy of notification no. Estate/330/2018/801 dated
11.05.2018 received from the Assistant Registrar (Estate), University of Delhi on the
subject cited above, for information and necessary action at your end.
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This is to bring under your kind attention that in the coming months Delhi will
face the Mansoon season. In the mansoon season, the cases of the Dengue and
Chikungunya are generally on top. As these two diseases are acquired by the bite
of infected Aedes mosquitoes. Since there is no specific treatment against these
viral diseases, prevention of Aedes mosquitoes breeding is the only effective
means for prevention and control of Dengue and Chikungunya.

In this context, all the Deans/HODs/In-charges of the various buildings of the
University are requested to ensure the proper cleanliness is maintained in their
respective premises. They are also requested to take the following actions on
regular basis-

1. All coolers should be cleaned once a week and mapped dry before refilling.

2. In coolers that cannot be emptied, put one tablespoon of
Petrol/Kerosene/Temephos Granules.

3. Overhead and other water storage tanks should be kept properly covered.

4. Collection of stagnant water should not be allowed inside or around office
premises and if the same does not take place a little quantity of
-petrol/Kerosene/diesel may be put. :

5. Unused/broken bottles, cups, pots and tyres that can hold water should not
be left in the open.
