The study of econo-
metrics, a key quantitative tool in this field, empowers students to critically analyze statisti-
cally driven arguments on a wide array of public and private matters rather than being passive
recipients of information. This knowledge enables them to question the validity of a policy’s
effectiveness, predictions about the economy’s future trajectory, and other related issues, dis-
tinguishing between substantial evidence and superficial claims.

In this discipline students learn conceptual and empirical models of behavior to predict re-
sponses to changes in policy and market conditions and how statistical and mathematical
analysis are used to investigate these changes.

There are numerous job opportunities in social welfare and develop-
ment sectors - like family and child welfare, education, health care, community health and
nutrition, mental health, youth welfare, women development, elderly, rural and urban de-
velopment, career guidance, pre & post marital counselling and life coaching, environment
and research.

Besides, the social work professionals would also be engaged in providing welfare ser-
vices, become part of the developmental process, respond to the needs of human rights,
social justice, empowerment and liberation of weaker and vulnerable sections of the soci-

ety.

*Components of Field Work Practicum

A. Observation Visits: Students of semester-1 will be given an opportunity to visit and
observe agency/community settings in order to know about the initiatives of governmental
and non-governmental organizations towards social concerns.

B. Orientation Programme: Three-day orientation programme will be organized at the
commencement of the course at the beginning of semester-1, semester-3 and semester-5
of first, second, and third years respectively before starting concurrent field work. Attend-
ance in orientation programme is compulsory.

C. Concurrent Field Work: Concurrent field work is required to be conducted
simultaneously with classroom teaching of courses from the very beginning of all the
semesters (both odd and even) of first, second and third years and shall continue till the
preparation leave before the commencement of the examinations. Two days in a week
(Wednesday and Friday) will be allotted to the students to perform concurrent field work.
The students may be placed in social welfare agencies or open community settings to ini-
tiate and participate in the direct service delivery. The students are required to prepare a
learning report of his/her weekly field work visits and submit the same on a weekly as-
signed day to the respective College Supervisors.

D. Rural Camp: Rural camp will be organized for the students of semester-5 or 6 for
approximately 3-5 days to provide exposure to the students about the socio-economic,
political, and cultural situations and realities of rural life. The rural camp will be organized
under the guidance of the faculty members. Attendance of rural camps is compulsory.
There shall be weightage of rural camps in the internal assessment of field work for per-

formance, behaviour and learning in the rural camps which shall be awarded by the

respective College Supervisors. The hours of rural will be calculated in the total field work
hours of a student after submission of report in the prescribed format.

E. Block Field Work: At the end of semester-4 of the second year, the students will be
required to undergo four-week block field work training in a social welfare agencies or
community based projects in or outside Delhi. The block field work agencies/projects will
be selected with the consent/choice of the students. A student preferably to be placed under
the supervision of professionally qualified social worker in the agencies/projects. A stu-
dent has to start the block field work on the date specified by the Department of the re-
spective College in the placement letter. Any unreasonable delay in joining block field
work or discontinuation will be treated as misconduct. If a student leaves block field work
agency without prior approval of agency and/or Department or if his/her performance is
found to be unsatisfactory, then he/she will have to repeat the block field work. During
block field work, a student will be expected to submit the complete report to the Depart-
ment in a prescribed manner in the Semester-5. Leave may be allowed during the period
of block field work mainly on the ground of sickness. Successful completion of block field
work is mandatory before the Bachelor with Honours in Social Work degree can be
awarded. The hours of block field work will be calculated in the total field work hours of
a student after submission of report as prescribed by the Department of respective College.
F. Skill Development Workshops: The skill development workshop is a platform in
which the values, principles, methods, techniques, tools etc. are translated into practice
skills, i.e. ‘learning by doing’. Through the experimental learning in the workshops, in-
sights are acquired to develop the personal self and the professional self.

Note: Eighty percent (80%) attendance in the concurrent field work and sixty seven
percent (67%) attendance in theory classes is compulsory. Those who fail to secure the
mandatory attendance will be DETAINED in the semester end examinations and field
work viva voce.

Assessment of Field Work Practicum:

The student should be assessed for effort and progress towards task assigned from one
point of stage to another in the learning process during the field work. The field work
assessment will be done by both internal supervisor and external examiner. The distribu-
tion of internal and external marking scheme will be 120 marks and 40 marks respectively.
The students will be required to appear in the field work viva-voce before the external

examiner on scheduled university examination day.
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If the required hours of field work practicum and its components are not completed by
any student by the end of any semester in which he/she is studying, an assessment of the
performance of the student with a ‘fail’ recommendation will be given by the College

Supervisor.

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To all the new students who wants to join the National Service Scheme (NSS) unit of Dr.
Bhim Rao Ambedkar College (BRAC), Delhi University:-

Eligibility Criteria:

1. The student must be enrolled in college (BRAC), in 1/2/3 year and must actively pursue a
bachelor's degree from BRAC.

2. The student must not have any criminal record or political affiliation to any party whatso-
ever.

3. The student must be between 18-25 years of age.

Note: NCC cadets are generally not selected for NSS due to time management and commit-
ment issues, although it's within the guidelines.

Process of Selection:

1. Google Form: Interested students must be aware of the release of Google forms and follow
any of the social media pages of NSS BRAC for its notification. The organisation is not re-
sponsible if the candidate fails to fill the Google form.

2. Interview Round: Based on the responses, a set of students will be selected for a rigorous
20-30 minutes interview round.

(The candidates must be aware of the history, structure, functions and duties of NSS. Team
preference will be finalised in this round)

3. Probation Period: In the final round, all thr selected candidates from the Interview round
will be put into a probation period which can last from 2 weeks to 2 months in their respective

teams.

Note: Interim volunteers can switch teams only in the probation period. Once the probation

period is over, no team change is allowed. They can be asked to work in different teams for
their correct evaluation.

Successful completion of all the three rounds, will badge them the title of permanent volun-
teers of NSS BRAC and they can serve for at least 1 year and at most 2 years as per the current
guidelines. A total of 100 volunteers can be selected including the Senior Core team, Core
team and general volunteers (as per the current guidlines).

(In case of any disciplinary/criminal action, or suspension/rustication of the student, the soci-
ety withholds the right to dismiss the volunteer permanently)
